NORTH CAROLINA STATE PRESIDENT
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October was the kick off month for  National Disability Awareness. For Americans with disabilities, employment is essential to their independence, empowerment, and quality of life.  As workforce professionals, we must continue to be committed in service to help our clients with disabilities reach their goals of self-sufficiency and inclusion in the work force.
Positive language empowers.  When writing or speaking about people with disabilities, it is important to put the person first.  Group designations such as “the blind, retarded or disabled,” are inappropriate because they do not reflect individuality.  Some samples of positive and negative phrases are:

Negative-deaf and dumb.
Positive- Person who is deaf.
Negative-crippled, lame or deformed.
Positive- Person with a physical disability.

When communicating with individuals with disabilities:

Relax

Treat the individual with dignity, respect and courtesy.

Listen to the individual.

Offer assistance but do not insist or be offended if your offer is not accepted.

Ten Commandments of Etiquette for 
Communicating with People with Disabilities:

1. When talking to a person with a disability, speak directly to that person rather than through a companion or interpreter.

2. When introduced it is appropriate to shake hands if possible.

3. When meeting a person who is visually impaired, always identify yourself and others who are with you.

4. If you offer assistance, wait until it is accepted.

5. Treat adults as adults, never patronize or pat them on the head or shoulder.

6. Don’t lean or hang on a wheelchair, it is part of their personal body space.

7. Listen attentively, be patient and wait for the person to finish speaking.  Repeat what you have understood and allow the person to respond.

8. Place yourself at eye level in front of the person to facilitate the conversation.
9. To get the attention of a person who is deaf, tap the person on the shoulder or wave your hand.  Look directly at the person and speak clearly and slowly if they read lips.

10. Relax.  Don’t be embarrassed it you happen to use accepted, common expressions such as “See you later.” Don’t be afraid to ask questions when you’re unsure of what to do.
