Please keep each of these individuals in your prayers.

Sorry for not getting to you sooner, but I wanted to wait until our meeting today to give you an update.  Of the three of our members who were homeless from the storm, Ricky received a FEMA trailer yesterday and is now parked in the yard of his home.  Contractors are busy gutting the home and estimate that it will take 3 months before they can move in.  They were much relieved to have a home which FEMA told them they could have for use over the next 18 months.  It is totally furnished.  They have had problems with their insurance because the adjustor has said that most of the damage is water and he didn’t have flood insurance.  Anyway, they are working through that.  

Michele has yet to meet with her adjustor.  They have moved into one section of the house and her husband has totally boarded off the children’s bedrooms which were on one side of the home.  On their own, they have removed all the sheetrock from the walls to allow for drying and replacing of insulation.  They have done this with $2500 that their insurance company gave them pending the adjustor going on site.  The problem is that there was so much devastation, the local insurance companies did not have enough adjustors and have hired a company called Pilot Adjustors who have contracted with our local agents and have provided adjustors from all over the country.  So she has a date set for Friday of this week.  

Jackie whose home was totally destroyed was given a check for the full insurance amount and contents which was enough to pay her mortgage off and since the home she had on the market to sell had not sold, they have moved back into that house and are back to normal.  Our biggest concern is for Ricky as he may not have coverage due to the loopholes and will have to rely on FEMA to help them.  

One of our members, Dudley Bujol lost his job as a result of the storm and has relocated to Baton Rouge on the weekdays and comes home on the weekends until such time as his family can relocate with him.  Another member, still remains unemployed.

As I was telling you on Sunday, things are still not normal around here.  Our local university took a huge hit and all the dorms were damaged.  All those students residing in the dorms are living on a cruise ship docked at the port of Lake Charles.  McNeese has some of the classes on closed-circuit TV for the students to attend classes without leaving the ship.  Other students have found homes with other students and their families until all the dorms are ready for occupancy.  Our Lake Charles Civic Center still houses some 3000 residents from local apartments that were destroyed or rendered unlivable due to mold.  The city of Sioux City, Iowa, is our “sister-city” and they sent three 18 wheelers last with school supplies, food, and one truck with donated washer and dryers.  Most were set up at the Civic Center for the residents there.  Other cities across country have adopted several schools and have donated books, backpacks, uniforms, supplies, etc.  One other city donated an entire library full of books to one of our local high schools who lost all their books.

Our mayor has done a fantastic job in seeking donations and assistance for our citizens who were and are displaced.  In our local newspaper, another mayor of a city near Lake Charles stated that what we all need is a “whole lot of Christmas.”  So our three surrounding cities along with their officials are planning tax breaks, food drives, clothes drives, parades, decoration drives, etc. so that every citizen will feel the spirit of the Holiday Season.  For most of us, we didn’t want to think about the holidays until we read that article.  What is needed is normalcy—that will be the best medicine.  They have asked those residents who have homes to decorate early and spread the cheer and celebrate the fact that no lives were lost!  We all have our families in tact and our resilience is ever present.  Our communities are ALL going to be back better than ever.

Thank you from the bottom of my heart for all the prayers and thoughtfulness from our fellow Credit Professional members.
