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LAND THAT JOB

Research by Stanford and Harvard Universities shows 85% of job success is actually based on your “soft” skills- the ability to put others at ease.

Such as:

.  The minute a recruiter or employer enters the room, stand up.  Sitting signals “lazy” or uninterested.   Standing, gives off a positive energy others feel.

.  Extend your hand for a firm (but not overbearing) handshake.  
.  TURN OFF your cell phone.  Many people don’t.  It tells the interviewer you’re either forgetful or have other concerns that take precedence over her job.  Even set on vibrate, a ringing cell phone can cut your chances by 80%, 90 if it has a silly ring tone.

.  Avoid this word- “JUST” as in “I just wanted to ask…”  It signals a lack of confidence.  Also avoid I’m sorry.”  Example, you forgot to bring your list of references, say “I’ll include the references you asked for in a follow-up letter.  Thanks for your patience” which sounds more positive.

.  Don’t forget to bring pens with you to an interview; it shows you are organized and on top of things (and you won’t have to borrow one.)  
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DID YOU KNOW?
Any web page asking for sensitive data should begin with “https,” not “http,” to indicate that it is secure.  There also should be a padlock in a corner of the browser window to indicate that it is safe.
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TEN TIPS TO IMPROVE YOUR FINANCIAL BALANCE

1.  Gather up your records- pay stubs, bills, bank statements in a safe place.

2.  Take inventory of your affairs- Calculate your net worth.

3.  Calculate our cash flow- are you living within your means?

4.  Prioritize your financial goals- short-term, mid-term and long-term objectives.

5.  Establish a budget- allocate specific amounts to your expenses and goals.

6.  Follow your budget- track your spending.

9.  Protect yourself- keep your insurance, will and estate plan up to date.

10.  Stay informed and engaged- review goals and objectives at least once a year.
